Our
curriculum is modified to achieve Al-Argam Academy Vision and Mission and to support
achieving its learning outcomes. It is a typical British curriculum based on Islamic
principles. Our practices help the children to experience the Qatari culture and society.
We ensure that the Muslim children learn about the Islamic values in everyday practices
and in the choice of the topics, activities we introduce and books that we read. We are
providing the students with the learning experiences that based on the Islamic principles
and the critical thinking skills that will help them to be lifelong learners and face the
modern challenges.

Our setting provides for all its children a very balanced curriculum. It introduces a
sufficiently broad range of experiences that are well suited to their intellectual, social,
and physical needs.

Our goals and assessments follow
iPrimary for English subjects and the Ministry of Education and Higher Education for the
Arabic subjects.
